This treatise is not interested or concerned Withhan imaginations
or assumptions but what the Bible teaches on thgsu After all, it is
the Bible that introduced the beast in the firgtcpl, so we should let the
Bible explain his identity to us.

The question is therefore: What answer does tieRiive to the
question: “Who is the beast?”



WHO IS THE BEAST?

W e read in Heb. 1:1 that at various times and ifed#ht ways God
has spoken. It is quite reasonable to expect tiabd made us in
His image to be His children and wants us to knam End His purpose,
that He would communicate with us. How else coulkmow Him and
His ways? The sun, moon, stars, beasts, birdslentbdes etc can't tell
us. They can bear witness to the existence of atardut they cannot
communicate with us or inform us who God actualyand what His
purpose is. So, as Scripture declares: “God hakespat different times
and in various ways.”

We read in Job 33:14-15: “For God speaks in ong yea in two. In
a dream and a vision of the night.” And again imiNW12:6-8: “If there be
a prophet among you, | the Lord will make Myselfolim to him in a
vision and will speak to him in a dream. Not sohwity servant Moses:
with him | will speak mouth to mouth openly, notsobrely and the
similitude of the Lord he shall see (referring toangel). Not in riddles,
but plain speech.”

God has spoken to many men many times, and theages have
been faithfully recorded in the Scriptures. Forit tlemson the apostle Paul
says in 2 Tim. 3:16: “All Scripture is given by mgtion of God and is
profitable for instruction and learning.” 2 Pet20:21: “No prophecy in
the Scriptures is a person’s private opinion. fer prophecy came not at
any time by the will (impulse) of man, but holy mehGod spoke as they
were moved (inspired) by the Holy Spirit.”

In the days of Moses, God spoke in a loud audibiee at Mount
Sinai to the whole nation of Israel who were onexwdus from Egypt
heading for the promised land. It has been estiniduat there were about
2 million of them and they all heard the voice obdGtalking to them.
How do we know? Because Moses recorded it, andeiberd has been
preserved. Can we be sure that God actually spl&setwords that
Moses recorded? Yes! Because the instruction tlzest given included
information on hygiene, sanitation, diet and sevesther things -
information that was not known, or appreciateddbteast another 3,000
years till the microscope was invented and bactedaee discovered. It is
clear from what Moses was told about hygiene, afait and diet, that
the Author knew His bacteriology. It was not umtihny centuries later
that the sense of what was taught was appreciatédnaplemented in
various hygiene and sanitation rules and regulatiblo man on earth at
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the time that God spoke to Moses knew the sciengifynificance of the
regulations that were given.

There are many references in the Bible to Godalewg information
through dreams and visions. There are of coursantseand dreams.
There are dreams inspired by the human spirit dedet are dreams
inspired by the Holy Spirit. The human spirit ($u#conscious mind) can
trigger off dreams and the Bible recognizes th@ofon wrote in Ecc.
5:3: “The more you worry, the more you are likely have bad
dreams” (Good News Bible). Most of us have had éRkperience of
dreams or a nightmare as a result of being woraedearful about
something. The human spirit can trigger off dreammsch can be quite
amazing some- times.

NO ORDINARY DREAM

I n the book of Daniel we have the case of a man was concerned
about something resulting in him having a dreant. @duthis occasion
the dream was not inspired by the human spirittbetHoly Spirit. The
man was Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon andppéned at a time
when the Jewish captives, including Daniel wereuatt living at
Babylon. At the time Babylon was the super powethefday. Prior to her
was the kingdom of Assyria and prior to that thieae been the kingdom
of Egypt. So Babylon was the third super power riseain the ancient
Biblical world, i.e. in the Middle East. Naturaltye king of Babylon
would wonder how long the Babylonian kingdom wasngoto last.
Would she be conquered - would she be supersefisd? when, and by
whom? These would be natural considerations of king over any
kingdom in any time of history.

Well, according to Dan. 2:29: one night the kingswying on his bed
not able to go to sleep, wondering what the futwekel for him and his
kingdom. How many of us have ever done that - woedie@bout the
future of the nations? Where is it all going to 2rd it going to end up
under a mushroom cloud? Is there a future for damgi or is our planet
destined to extinction? Many people are askingelygegestions today.

Nebuchadnezzar was given a dream in relationisouvry issue. It
was a revelation from God, no question about thatvas no ordinary
dream and he knew it. He called for his spiritudtisors and asked them
to tell him the dream and to give the interpretatiBut they failed, so he
pronounced the death sentence upon them. He pyobadlhis suspicions
about the qualifications of these men and this sw®d him that they
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were not Divinely inspired. At the time, Daniel wasaptive in Babylon
and was implicated because he had been put intsahe group that
came under the death sentence. So when he heaud ialhee went in
before the king and begged him to delay the execub give him time to
seek his God concerning the dream, and the kingteplahe request. We
read in chapter 2 that Daniel went aside with henfls and they prayed
to God about this matter. Verse 19 gives the reSliten was the secret
revealed to Daniel in a night vision.”

God did an amazing thing; He duplicated the drezamsing Daniel
to have exactly the same dream enabling him tothell king what he
dreamed. But more than that, God also gave Ddmeehterpretation.

he dream concerned a terrifying image of a man ¢basisted of

different metals. The head was made of gold, thestclhnd arms
were made of silver, the belly and the thighs weesle of brass, the legs
were made of iron, and the feet and toes wereigartand part clay (a
mixture). In the dream, a stone (or rock) then camen from heaven at
tremendous speed and force and hit the image ofe¢heThe result was,
due to the image being top heavy, that it fell caed broke into pieces.
The stone grew and increased in size, then roled the metals, crushing
them into a powder. The wind of the summer thregffimor then came up
and blew it all away, but the stone kept growindilutfilled the whole
earth. That was the dream.

Daniel had to interpret the dream and God gave Hhima
interpretation, enabling him to say to the king:oliy O king are
represented by that head of gold.”

There can be no question about it: The head af gepresented the
kingdom of Babylon over which Nebuchadnezzar wasking. And then
Daniel said: “After you will come another inferikingdom.” So we learn
from this that the metals represented succeedimgdkims of men starting
with Babylon. The next kingdom to succeed Babyl@presented by the
chest and arms of silver, was the Medo-Persiandking The kingdom
that succeeded them, represented by the bellyraglst of brass was the
Greek kingdom, and the legs of iron representedRibian Empire. The
feet and toes represented the last phase of tlggidins of men which
would exist when the Lord Jesus Christ returns beede is represented
by the stone that comes hurtling down from heavd®a.is, as many
Scriptures declare, “the rock,” and he is goingame from heaven with

power and force (cp. Matt. 21:42-44. 1 Cor. 10When he comes, the
whole world will know about it because we read saidh chapter 2 that
he is going to shake terribly the whole earth. Thidl cause an
earthquake of unprecedented magnitude which widkehnot just an
island or two, or a continent or two, but the whelgth. Rev. 16:18-20
says the cities of the nations will fall. The kimgas of this world will
“become the kingdoms of our Lord and of His Chastl he shall reign
forever and forever” (Rev. 11:15).

DRAMATIC TIMES AHEAD

Very dramatic times are coming for planet earth! .Dam4-45
explains the meaning of the stone coming and grgwaind filling
the earth; it is the Divine explanation: “The Gddheaven shall set up a
kingdom which shall never be destroyed. It shadabrin pieces and
consume all other kingdoms and it shall stand feréban. 2 is therefore
quite a remarkable prophecy predicting in advamcmfthe time of king
Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon, the successfoworld powers
covering a period of 2,600 years.

What human spirit could possibly project into the#ure to that
degree? Who, only 100 years ago could have predibe decline of the
British Empire? Who, during the time of world wava when the Nazis
were killing millions of Jews, could have predictdt Germany would
fall and the nation of Israel would rise and beiveg? Who could have
predicted the fall of the Berlin wall, the collapsEcommunism, or the
break-up of the Soviet Union? These events happesoeduickly and
unpredictably.

What horoscope declared such developments? Biphpcy is
nothing like astrology. It is in a league of itsowthe big time league! It
Is not a hit and miss or win some lose some alfflaér astrology where
sooner or later what is predicted will inevitablpppen to somebody
somewhere at some stage. No! Bible prophecy pethet unpredictable
and what we have in Dan. 2. is just an exampleladtwou get when the
Divine Spirit is inspiring and predicting the fueur

So we understand from the prophecy in Dan. 2 kistbry is not
hurtling ahead aimlessly and uncontrollably towasisme unknown
future destination. We read in Dan. 4:17: “God sule the kingdoms of
men and sets up over them whomsoever He will.”dtheé ultimate chess
player. He has complete control of history and isvimg everything
according to His plan and according to His purpttss.all heading to the
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grand finale when His son the King of Kings andd.of Lords will come
back and rule the world.

After a certain succession of kingdoms of the dahd the rule of
man, the kingdom of God is going to be establisAdds is the blessed
hope of the Christian faith. This is what Jesud ta to pray for when he
said: “Thy kingdom come Thy will be done in earther as it is in
heaven.” This is what God promised to do way batkMoses’ day,
saying: “As truly as | live all the earth shall biéed with the glory of the
Lord” (Num. 14:21).

Our planet is not destined for extermination amilhitation. Man has
the power to do this today and Jesus warned ti@tbuld be the case
when he was asked what the signs of his coming dvbal He said that
world history would climax in a time of unprecedsttribulation, and
unless he came and cut it short: “no living thingwd survive” (Matt.
24:22). We are dangerously close to that situgtaay. There are enough
nuclear warheads stockpiled to completely desthdyfe@upon the planet.
But it is not going to happen. There will be triaiibn and a time of
trouble such as never was but it is not going suolten the annihilation of
all life upon the planet. The Bible tells us thaid=xreated the earth to be
inhabited and it will ultimately be inhabited byglhiteous people when the
kingdom of God is established.

BEASTS POINTING TO THE FUTURE

S{(;me years after Nebuchadnezzar had the prophesiandrof the
etallic image, Daniel had a Divinely inspired dreavhich is
recorded in Daniel chapter 7. This dream actuadhated to the same
subject as Nebuchadnezzar's dream i.e. the suocessi human
kingdoms leading up to God’s kingdom, but Daniekvgaven additional
information. Instead of the kingdoms of men beiegresented by metals
they were represented by beasts.

The Hebrew word for “beasts” does not mean domesti tame
beasts, but wild beasts. That these kingdoms shioeldepresented by
beasts is quite appropriate because secular natimhggovernments are
like beasts, in the sense that they don’t know &udl are ignorant of His
purposes. Beasts are aggressive and prey uponnotieea They devour
one another and secular nations that don’t know &edvery much like
that. So it is quite fitting that they should béereed to as beasts. We read
in Ps. 49:20 that man, no matter how honouredeiflbesn’t know and
understand God’s will and ways is like the beals&d perish. Such men
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are like beasts in life and like beasts in deatitoi@on in Ecc. 3:18 said:
“I hope in my heart that God might make it clearnien that they are
themselves beasts.”

Have you ever seen an animal standing in the f@b&ing up to
heaven contemplating whether or not there is a @ad, meditating on
who God is? Animals do not do this. They are moktbking down and
around for food and to gratify their own animatistusts and desires.
Many men are like that, being earth bound in thissiion and thinking. So
it is quite appropriate that the Bible symbologyowgld liken them to
beasts.

Referring to the 4 beasts, Dan. 4:17 says: “Thedeeasts are 4
kings.” Now you rarely get kings without kingdonier kings reign over
kingdoms. So when it says they are kings, it is aéferring to kingdoms,
and v23 actually uses the word “kingdoms.” The 4dte represent 4
kingdoms of the world which were to arise out & darth.

The first beast was a lion and this correspondbk thie head of gold
on the image, signifying the kingdom of BabyloneT¢econd beast was a
bear and this corresponds with the chest and afsitser on the metallic
image, referring to the Medo-Persian power. Theltbheast was a leopard
which corresponds with the belly and thighs of bras the image and is
referring to the kingdom of Greece. The fourth bemas a dreadful,
terrible and extremely strong beast. It had gneat teeth and it devoured
and broke in pieces, and it stamped the residule watfeet. This beast
with its iron teeth corresponds with the legs airand refers to the
Roman Empire.

Prior to Babylon there had been the kingdom ofyAas and prior to
that the kingdom of Egypt. Assyria is also refertedas a lion in Jer.
50:17 and Egypt is referred to as a dragon, iczoeodile (Ezk. 29:3. Isa.
27:1. 51:9). Altogether we have reference to 6 tseafgypt, Assyria,
Babylon, Persia, Greece and Rome.

However, Daniel was given additional informatiolm verse 7
reference is made to 10 horns which correspond thiéhtoes on the
metallic image which the stone struck. But v8 goedo say that another
l.e.an 11th horn, referred to as “a little hornhees up among the 10 and
becomes a very powerful beast. The significancaldhis is explained in
v24 where we are told the 10 horns represent 1Qsk{kingdoms) that
will arise i.e. after the iron-legs phase represgnthe Roman Empire.
Verse 24 says that the other little horn (the Iidihn) which comes up
among the 10 represents another king or kingdomwiib arise at the
time of the 10 kings and will grow into a very pavwe regime. In v11
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this little horn is referred to as “the Beast.” giitler who was a little
man and who had small insignificant beginningsvlib grew into such a
formidable force - “a beast” - so shall this litdern in Dan. 7.

So then, adding the 10 horn kingdom and the Iintden kingdom to
those other 6 (Egypt, Assyria, Babylon, Persia,eGeeand Rome), we
have a total of 8 kingdoms - 8 beasts.

Now if the 10 horns and little horn relate to feet and toes of the
image, it is evident that they are end time povexisting at the time of
Christ’s return because the stone which descemnds freaven and strikes
the feet and the toes, represents the second carhidgsus Christ. The
stone could hardly smite the feet and toes if tbegys represented by
them did not exist when Jesus returns. This is comsense. There can
be no doubt that the feet and toes represent hypmaers or kingdoms
that exist at the time that Jesus Christ returnthéoearth. It is certainly
made clear in Dan. 7:20-27 that the little horn achhbecomes the beast
and which arises at the time of the ten hornstexthe time of Christ’s
return when the kingdom of God will be establisloadthe earth. This is
what we read in v21-22: “The little horn (beast)lvarevail until the
ancient of days (Christ) comes, at which time judget will be given to
the saints and they shall possess the kingdom.”

A LARGE GAP OF TIME

I t is evident that there is a large gap of time ootered in these
prophecies in Dan. 2 and 7. The gap is betweeRtmean Empire and
the end time beast and 10 kings i.e. between tiedéiron and the toes.
The Roman Empire (legs of iron) was in power at fine coming of

Jesus Christ. The Romans in fact nailed him to dress. But after
continuing for some centuries the Roman Empire ctonan end as all
human kingdoms do. It was invaded by barbariaresriyom the north
who carved the Empire up among them resulting e rttany different

European nations that we have today. There werexanttly or only 10

barbarian tribes as some would like to think inesrtb apply the 10 toes
to them. Neither can the toes be applied to the ®hich once numbered
10 members but not now.

Why then, it will be asked, does Bible prophecyate to the
successive kingdoms of Egypt, Assyria, Babylon,sierGreece and
Rome and then leave a big gap after the Roman &mgthrough to the
end time feet and toes stage? The answer is: becdtise nation of Israel
- because the nation ceased to exist during thiege
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It is important to understand that the nation sraél is central to
Bible prophecy. It is the focal centre - the gepipeal centre of Bible
prophecy. It really is the key point of referenddl Bible prophecy
revolves around the nation of Israel because ttaelites are the people
of the Book. It was people chosen by God from Istia&t were inspired
to write the Scriptures. Israel is referred to sa.l 43:10 as God's
witnesses. They are a sign people and the fatieofiatter is that only the
nations which affect the fortunes, misfortunes dastiny of the nation of
Israel come within the scope of Bible prophecysljust as well that this
is the case when one considers how many nations &agted upon the
earth since the beginning of time. If Bible propheet out to concern
itself with every little movement of every natianany volumes would be
required to contain and explain all the informatidihis is a specialised
subject and it requires a specialised focus; aatfticus is Israel. This is
where many people have gone off the rails becadusg have lost the
centre - the reference point. Because the natioisrakl ceased to exist
during the centuries after the Roman Empire, otierons during that
period are not mentioned in the prophetic Word.

Egypt is mentioned because the nation of Israsl eveslaved by, and
delivered from that nation. Assyria is mentionedcdese she invaded
northern Israel, destroyed the cities, killed mahyhe Israelites and took
the survivors away into captivity.

Babylon is mentioned because she invaded soutberel, destroyed
cities there including Jerusalem along with thepgknand took surviving
Jews back to Babylon as captives.

Persia is mentioned because she conquered Balahongcontinued
the Gentile rule over the Jews. The Persian kingu§ywho was
prophesied in Isa. 45:1 several centuries beforavae born, gave the
Jews permission to return to their land to rebthiel temple. And a later
Persian king gave them permission to rebuild thtabcity of Jerusalem
in Nehemiah's day.

The Greek kingdom is mentioned because it rulest tarael as well.
One Greek ruler, Antiochus Epiphanes, invaded Iskdéed many Jews,
desecrated the temple and stopped the daily saciififulfilment of Dan.
11:31.

The Roman kingdom is mentioned because they alsded Israel
and occupied the land prior to the birth of thed.desus Christ. Later in
A.D. 70, in fulflment of a prophecy in Dan.9:26 agll as Jesus’
prophecy in Lk. 21:20, the Romans destroyed thedfitJerusalem. They
also destroyed the temple, massacred thousan@svefahd drove the rest
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of them out of their land.

For the next 1,900 years after this, the natiolskzfel ceased to exist.
The Jews were in exile scattered throughout allonat of the earth
exactly as Bible prophecy foretold. Jesus saidkn21:24: “They shall
fall by the edge of the sword and shall be led awaptive into all
nations, and Jerusalem shall be trodden down byGeatiles_untilthe
times of the Gentiles be fulfilled.” The word “ukitdefines a limit to the
time that Jerusalem would be trodden down andtbeafews would be in
exile. This is why the Barbarians who invaded tlmgn@n empire are not
covered in Daniel’'s prophecy, much as some try &ierthe prophecy fit
them. At the time of the Barbarians the nationssé¢l did not exist, and
the Barbarians were nowhere near the land. Thahysthere is a gap in
Daniel's prophecy after the Roman empire. HowewBshle prophecy
made it clear that the national identity of the Jemould be preserved
during their long exile and that they would ultiigtbe gathered back to
their land and become a nation again.

Jer. 30:11: “The Lord says to Israel: though | makfull end of all
nations where | scatter you, | will never make khdéad of you but | will
discipline you in measure and not by any meanslgau unpunished.”

Jer. 31:10: “Hear the Word of the Lord O ye nasi¢where the Jews
were scattered) and declare it to the distant dslasaying, he who
scattered Israel will surely re-gather him and dulamm as a shepherd
does his flock.”

Ez. 37:21-22: “Thus says the Lord God, behold Il wake the
children of Israel from among the nations whereythave gone; | will
gather them from every direction and bring themkkato their own land
and | will make them one nation in the land upoa tfountains of Israel
and one king shall be king to them all.”

Who is this king? There has never been a kindhénland of Israel
ruling over the Jews on the throne of David evercesithe last king
Zedekiah was deposed in 587 B.C. The Jews returoed Babylon but
never had a king, and the throne of David has nlegen set up since.

The king referred to in Ezk. 37 is clearly the Biek. The first and
second part of the prophecy has been fulfilled, tfe Jews have been
regathered to their land and are one nation ad#ie.third and final part
of the prophecy is yet to be fulfilled for they leamot got their king yet,
but he is coming soon. Two thirds of the propheayg heen fulfilled and
the remaining third is yet to happen. Bible propégsuch as this clearly
teach that the nation of Israel had to exist appaifore Christ returned to
the earth and before the battle of Armageddon coalk@ place. This
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should be evident from the fact that Armageddoa Bebrew name and
relates to a place in the land of Israel where sléswgoing to do battle
with the nations who have invaded the land with theention of
destroying the nation of Israel. This is where if@ehorns and the beast
come into focus. The book of Revelation picks upthbis theme and
provides further information.

THE TEN HORNS AND DRAGON

W e are introduced to the 10 horns in Rev.12 whdszence is made
to them being on a dragon. This dragon is seenkatigia woman
who has a crown of 12 stars. This is all symboficaurse. The 12 stars
clearly point to Israel. 12 stars are only appledhe nation of Israel in
Scripture. It all started back in Joseph’s day wherhad a vision of 11
stars bowing down to him (the twelfth star Gen.93¥0). Also compare
Dan. 8:9-10, 21-24. The 12 stars represented thsoh®2 of Jacob who
became the 12 tribes of Israel. On this basis itaacluded that the
woman in Revelation with the 12 stars represem@sttion of Israel. She,
along with the dragon is said to be in heaven wisgmbolizes power,
particularly political power in this case Cp. Dan20-22. Isa. 14:4-15. It
Is symbolic of the political power which Israel hettained since the Jews
have returned to the land. Basically this womarh@aven with the 12
stars represents the revived and restored natidsraél which we see
today, which is the super power in the Middle Eedghe moment.

Who then, we might ask, is the dragon with theh&fhs that attacks
the woman? As far as the Bible is concerned astgaiout earlier, the
dragon is a symbol of Egypt (Ezk. 29:1-3. Ps. 74t43lIsa. 27:1. 51:9)
The dragon refers to the crocodile which swam eNiie and which was
regarded as a scaly serpent-fish, due to its levighing tail. Rev. 12:9
therefore says that the dragon is “that old serpafied the devil and
satan.” The snake was also one of the symbols @aéanEgypt and the
Pharaohs wore a replica of one on their crown. Bilde therefore refers
to Egypt not only as a dragon but also as a sefipdsa. 27:1. The sense
in which Egypt is referred to as “that adérpent” is indicated in Isa. 51:9
where reference is made to her being the dragoth&nancientays, in
the generations of dldAuthorised Version). The dragon in Rev. 12 must
therefore be identified with an old historic eneofylsrael, which Egypt
was, and not a later foe like Rome which was a eeemy when the
revelation was given to John in the first centurfp Aln relation to Israel,
Egypt has certainly had a history of being “dev{false accuser) and
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“satan” (adversary). One thing is certain: the sptfragon in Rev. 12,
having 7 heads and 10 horns, does not refer tedhpent in Gen. 3.

The dragon in Rev. 12 does not refer to Egyptelbecause he has
got 10 horns which represent 10 other powers aomathat support him
and fight for him as an animal fights with its herAs we shall see, the
10 horns represent Moslem nations like Egypt her§ake dragon with 10
horns therefore involves 11 nations i.e. Egypt &@dallies. It represents
an anti-Israel confederacy.

The dragon is also referred to as being in heaatngside the
woman with 12 stars in Rev. 12. This signifies tiat dragon would also
attain political power. Significantly enough, dugirthe same era that
Israel has attained power, so also have Moslenomstimainly due to the
bargaining power of oil - that liquid gold whichtimas depend upon so
much.

At the moment there is a peace treaty between tEgyyh Israel, but
Bible prophecy indicates it will not last. Islamfondamentalists and
extremists who are extremely anti-Israel will prblya change the
situation in Egypt. They have been trying to ds flor some time and will
ultimately succeed as they did in Iran which haanged dramatically
since the Shah was removed. He was pro-west andral fof Israel, but
once the Islamic fundamentalists got a footholdergthing changed.
They are extremely anti-Israel and Bible prophemg$aw this and spoke
about it.

We had a preview of Egypt's potential for an dsrael attitude
several decades ago when Abdul Nassar, presiddagyst at the time,
who was extremely anti-Israel, stirred up and ettithe Egyptians as well
as other Moslem nations against Israel. A full scahr took place, but
Israel came out of it the victor. It was clearlyt tiwe time for Armageddon
and the second coming of Christ but it was a sigrpreview of things to
come. Joel 3:19 reveals that prior to ArmageddayypE will become
guilty of violence towards the Jews and will sheddcent blood in their
land. So the present relationship between Egyptisnael will eventually
change for the worse.

Rev. 12:4 depicts the dragon casting down ond thiirthe stars that
belong to the woman i.e.one third of Israel’'s papioh. On the basis of
today’s population in Israel that would be aboumiflion Jews. But when
the prophecy is finally fulfilled the population gnde much greater and
therefore involve an even higher number of cassltit is evident that
Egypt and her 10 Moslem allies are going to ultehathave success
against Israel. Their dream of conquering Israéllve fulfilled for a short
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period of time.

But, if we read on in Rev. 12 we see that Michide archangel
intervenes and deals with the dragon power ana thstinvading forces
out. The power that a single angel can wield omgading forces can be
seen in 2 Kng. 19:35 where reference is made todes&oying 185,000
Assyrians. One angel is perfectly able to wipeauthole army! But for a
time the dragon will rule and prevail over Israahtil Michael the
archangel steps in. The fact that Michael is, ageeel in Dan. 12:1, an
angel specially appointed by God to supervise asférdl the nation of
Israel, confirms that the woman with 12 stars in.R2 must be Israel.

If Michael gets the victory over the dragon andtsahim out,
removing the Arab threat against Israel, there bella time of peace and
rest in the land of Israel. This would probablythe time that the Jews
will rebuild the temple. We know from Scripture thlaere is going to be a
Jewish temple in the land in the end time priothi® coming of Christ,
which means the Moslem mosque that is on the tesi@devill have to be
removed; as this is the site where the Jews wowldtwo rebuild their
temple.

The Jewish temple is not likely to be rebuilt befdhe Moslem
invasion because the first thing they would wantiéoin the event of a
successful invasion would be to destroy it if itsmhere. But we know
from the Scriptures that a temple has to be intexc® when the beast
invades because he will be sitting in it at thestiof Christ’s return.

It may be that prior to the Moslem invasion, tee/s will remove the
mosque in preparation for the building of their pden Being the third
most holy mosque in the Moslem world, this will itecthem to declare a
Jihad and invade before it can be built. (The datlan of this Jihad is
prophesied in Joel 3:9). If so, it would not beiludichael intervenes and
removes the enemy, creating peace and rest iratitk that Israel will be
able to build the temple.

The Islamic powers will not take kindly to beingfdated and cast
out of the land by Michael. Rev. 12 says: “The drags angry” - no
doubt at failing to stay in possession of the latich he wants so badly.
This is where the “little horn” who becomes the dieeomes into the
picture. Like the dragon, he is also anti-Israebt Mnly is he anti-Israel
but also anti-God, which the 10 horns are not, beedeing Moslem they
are theistic i.e. they believe in God. Not so with beast - he is anti-God
and he occupies a very prominent place in the lod&¥evelation.

According to Rev. 13:2 the dragon transfers higguoto the beast.
Having failed to achieve his purpose, being castobuhe land of Israel,
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the dragon needs help and support, so he trarfstewer to the beast,
and for that reason the beast is depicted withlthéorns. They are the
horns of the dragon - Islamic powers transferrethébeast. Otherwise if
the beast had 10 of his own horns as well, thestearof the dragon’s
power (which is his horns) would result in the leaxsding up with 20
horns. But he doesn't, he only ends up with 10 &ofiihere are only 10
horns. They start with the dragon and are thersteared to the beast.

Reference in Dan. 7:8, 24 to the beast attackmugsabduing 3 of the
10 horns probably also has a bearing on the 1@f&enmg their power to
him.

SEVEN HEADS

he beast is also depicted with 7 heads and thdisarce of these is

explained in Rev. 17:9-10 where we are informed thay represent
7 kings which involves 7 kingdoms. It says: “..h&ve fallen, 1 (the 6th)
is in power, and the other (the 7th) is not yet eodnd when he comes
he must continue a short space, and the beasthe Bth.” We learn from
this that the 7 heads represent 7 different suneessngdoms during
history, whereas the 10 horns represent 10 conte&mpgowers
belonging to the same kingdom at the end of historghe end time.
Instead of the 7 kingdoms being represented by@raée beasts, they are
represented by 7 heads on one and the same bbastn€& beast with 7
heads is therefore a panoramic picture of the baasblved in the past
and future history of the nation of Israel.

The 5 that had fallen were Egypt, Assyria, Babyl®®rsia and
Greece. At the time that this Revelation was gitlesy had been and
gone. The 6th one that was in power when Revelatias given in the
first century which the beast “is not” was of cauthe Roman empire.
The 7th which was to come for a short time is obsip the dragon and
for this reason the dragon is depicted with thedds. Unless he was one
of those kingdoms represented by the heads he vwalde depicted with
the heads! He certainly could not have been onth®f6 heads which
have been accounted for in history, so he musthee7th head. We
therefore read in Rev. 17:11 that the end timetieathe 8th” i.e. the 8th
power in history to gain the ascendancy over thienaof Israel in the
holy land. Being the 8th really confirms that thragbn is the 7th because
this beast comes to power after the dragon!
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WHO IS THE BEAST?

his brings us to the question: Who is the end tieast? We have

identified the preceding 7 beasts, but who is theaBd last beast?

Fortunately again, Scripture gives us the ans\Wr.don’'t have to
guess or assume. The answer is in Rev. 19:17-18wh&erence is made
to a call being made to the birds of the air to eand gather themselves
together to the supper of the great God to eati¢lsh of the beast and the
10 horns that are going to be killed at the batti&rmageddon by Christ
when he returns. The marginal reference in moskeBibccepts that this
statement is quoting Ezk. 39:17 which refers tadiand animals eating
the flesh of armies which invade the land of Isiaghe latter years. The
Spirit of God is telling us here that the beast tialkings being devoured
by the birds in Rev. 19 are the same armies refdoan Ezk. 39. Who
then, are these armies?

GOG, PRINCE OF ROSH

f we go back to Ezk. 39 we find that it is the seldo Ezk. 38 and this

gives us an important connection. Ezk. 38:2 referthe leader of the
invasion force as “Gog of the land of Magog, primfeRosh, Meshech
and Tubal” (Revised Version). Most authorities &gthat Rosh is the
ancient name of Russia and that Magog, MeshechTabdl were areas
around the Black and Caspian seas which is soutRassia today. On
this basis it is believed that the end time beabthe Russia and that the
leader, “Gog,” who is referred to as “the king loé thorth” in Dan. 11 and
“the man of sin” in 2 Thes. 2 is going to come fr&tassia, probably
southern Russia. Ezk. 38:15 says that he comes thierfuttermost (far)
parts of the north.” This is in relation to the daof Israel which is always
the geographical centre of Bible prophecy. So vweetald here the specific
point of the compass from which this power is gaioggome - the far or
uttermost parts of the north in relation to thedlai Israel. The area of
southern Russia would certainly fit into that catggas far as the land of
Israel was concerned in Bible times.

Scrigloes not actually
reveal the real name of the beast but we are toRav. 13 that he
involves a man, and that the number of his nant®&si.e. the numerical
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value of his name is 666. He will obviously be ohationality whose
letters of the alphabet have a numerical valudpagxample the Greek
language. In fact, in view of the reference in R&8:2 to the beast
looking like a leopard, which symbolized the Grgekver in Dan. 7:6; he
may be of Greek extraction and have a Greek nanm@sel who

understand the number of his name will be ableiscedn his identity

when he starts to rise to power. This is the redsornhe Spirit of God

giving us this information so that we will recogaihim and be able to
prepare ourselves for him as we see him startimgéo We will be able to
calculate the numerical value of his name whershmally manifested.

The symbolical name “Gog” means *“high,” “exalted,”
“imposing;” (like a mountain) which is quite fitiinbecause he is haughty,
arrogant and egotistical. Dan. 11:36-38 says: ‘il glo according to his
will.” He is a dictator and answers to nobody. Hd tvave tremendous
power and authority - more than any other leadeh@whole of human
history. “He shall exalt himself and he shall magmimself above every
God and will speak outrageous things against thé @oGods.He shall
have no regard for the God of his ancestors (treCwere religious) ...
nor regard any God, for he shall magnify himselhabthem all. Instead
of them he shall honour the god of forces (mung)orhich his ancestors
did not know” (Dan. 11:36-38). What sort of munitsocould be referred
to here? There are reasons as shall be pointetbobilieving it could be
nuclear.

2 Thes. 2:3-4 refers to this man as “the man of $Why? Because
he will be the sum total - the full embodiment of. £verything that sin,
and the depravity of sin is capable of, this malh mvanifest. Paul says in
these verses that “he will oppose and exalt hineative every God that
there is (i.e. every so-called god) and every dhlyéevorship, and he will
take his seat in the temple of God (the Jewish kenmp Jerusalem)
proclaiming himself to be God.” Consistent withsthare references in
Revelation to the beast demanding to be worshigpeldtreated as a god
by all nations and kindreds and tongues.

There is nothing new under the sun! Rulers inghst have deified
themselves, proclaiming themselves to be gods ih ead demanding to
be worshipped by the people, and this man will ln® $ame. The only
difference is that those rulers in the past dideh#wir own gods and
worshipped them, but this man of sin won'’t acknalgle or worship any
god. He will claim to be the only god and will retuto allow those under
his power and authority to acknowledge and worslingrs. This will be a
more extreme version of the previous communistinegn Russia which
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was anti-theistic and anti-Semitic.

The man of sin is unguestionably anti-theistic n atheist. He
therefore cannot be the Pope as many in the past believed. The
Roman Catholic church along with its Popes is reféto in Rev. 17, not
as the beast but as a harlot, which is a Biblieahtused for an apostate
religious system. Rev. 17:16 through into Rev. dgssthat the beast and
the 10 horns hatihe harlot. It is evident from this that the harknot the
beast. They are entirely separate and distinct poviaeing anti-God and
therefore anti-religious, it is not surprising thidle beast will hate a
powerful religious institution such as the Romarth@hc church. The 10
horns, being Islamic nations, will hate her as wiellophecies in Daniel
and Revelation reveal that the beast will also hbate true Christian
community and will wage war against them, puttingnmto death (Dan.
7:21-25. Rev. 11:7. 13:7).

ROME DESTROYED

Rev. 17:16 goes on to say that the beast and 1Gsheithburn the
great city of the harlot with fire. This great ¢gitgferred to in Rev.
17:9 as having 7 hills, is Rome, because it saydl $1 “This is that great
city which rules over the kings of the earth.” Atettime that this
prophecy was given to John in the first century ARbme ruled the
nations and the city had 7 hills.

If the beast and 10 horns completely burn androleghe city of
Rome “within an hour” as is stated in Rev. 18, wikiatl of fire could that
be? With what kind of fire could a city the sizeRdme be burned and
destroyed within an hour? There is only one kindirefthat could do that,
namely: nuclear. In view of this it is significathiat since the break up of
the Soviet Union, nuclear missiles have gone missBut it is possible
that when the beast comes to power, he will hagentbr have access to
them and will use them,

How could nations fight against a power that hashesitation or
compunction about sending nuclear warheads onsciie Rome and
threatens to send more on other cities unless diens submit to his
rule? Is it no wonder that it says in Revelation/Ho can make war with
the beast?” What a dilemma this will be for natibke America, Britain,
France and other nations even though they also hewess to nuclear
warheads. They are not likely to retaliate agamshaniac who drops a
warhead on a city like Rome, by sending their ownol@ar weapons upon
a city or cities in an attempt to kill this man. INidhe cities and nations of
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the world will be held to ransom by this man andl Wwave to submit to
him. “Who can make war with the beast?” is the axwtion that will be
expressed at that time. He will possibly be like Baden whose precise
whereabouts could not be ascertained.

One would have to be a spiritual contortionistrtake the beast the
Roman Catholic church and it is a continual sowt@amazement that
many have tried to do this. Various expositors stk trying to do it
today, with the result that if the Roman Catholiwich is the beast, it
would have to destroy itself, because the Vatisaim iRome and if Rome
Is destroyed, the Vatican, which is the nerve eatrthe Roman Catholic
church, will go up in smoke with it.

Prior to the beast coming to power, the Roman @itlchurch will
exercise influence over the nations that ultimatalyne under his power.
This is signified in Rev. 17:1-3 by the harlotisitt upon the beast. But in
the end, the beast bucks her off his back and bluenswith fire. Once
again a clear distinction is made here betweehdast and the harlot.

THE BEAST WAS AND IS NOT

Rev. 17:11 declares that “the beast that was, andtiseven he is the
eighth, and is of the seven.” This suggests thatethd time beast
will be a revival or repetition of a previous beadfe can narrow him
down to being a repetition of one of the first filmecause the words “is
not’ mean he is not the sixth beast (Rome) which eslistt the time when
these words were declared. And, in view of theestaint that the beast
“was,” it is clear that he could not be the seventh @n@gon) who was
“yet to come.”

The end time beast must therefore be a repetitfimme of the first 5
heads which were Egypt, Assyria, Babylon, Persth@reece.

It cannot be Egypt because the dragon is Egyptisrde seventh
head, and as we shall see: the beast invades Egy@ end time.

Neither is it likely to be Assyria or Babylon besa both of these
races have become extinct. Iraq occupies thedgyrdriginally occupied
by Assyria and Babylon and will, as we shall seealronfederate of the
beast but not the beast himself.

The same applies to Persia which is Iran todag.iSheferred to as a
confederate of the beast in Ezk. 38:5, and ishmbtast himself.
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GREECE

y this process of elimination we are left with Gree which is

interesting in the light of Daniel chapter elevd@iroughout this
chapter, reference is made to “the king of the hioand refers to the
Greek Selucidae kingdom north of Israel, which @ied the territories
now known as Turkey, Syria, Iran, lraq and Afghtams Out of this
kingdom, around 175 B.C. arose a particularly ewid vile anti-Israel
king by the name of Antiochus Epiphanes. He invaldeakel resulting in
many Israelites being slain, and the survivors veerigected to a time of
tribulation. The daily sacrifice was stopped for $&ars; the temple was
desecrated and an abomination was set up. Coptas tdw were burned,
priests were massacred and infants who were cinseehc were
slaughtered and hung around their mother’s netksas a terrible time
for the Jews and a very dark and dismal perio@ieir thistory.

It was such a significant period in Israel’s higtdhat a specific
prophecy was given relating to it, recorded in Ramhapter 8. In this
chapter reference is made to a he-goat which sgn(GBreece, and the
goat had a notable horn which represented the Kingf, Alexander the
Great. The great horn was broken and in its placeecup 4 notable ones
towards the 4 points of the compass. These 4 hmpmesented 4 of
Alexander’s generals who took over his empire diterdeath. Out of one
of these 4 came forth a “little horn” who becamevpdul, expanding to
the south and east and toward Palestine. He grewgsenough to attack
the army of heaven (Israel’'s army), and cast sohtheostars (Israelites)
to the ground and trampled upon them, treading theder foot. He even
magnified himself against the God of Israel anghséal the daily sacrifice
being offered to God on the altar at Jerusalemcastihis temple down.

The little horn that did all this was Antiochusifpanes, who was a
descendant of Seleucus Nicator, the Greek gené@alrwed over the area
of Alexander’s empire north of Israel; known as 8edueucidae kingdom.
It was clearly part of the Greek kingdom originalstablished by
Alexander the Great, and the prophecy in Dan. &eanng the Greek
empire leads up to this point. It is the main otwescof the prophecy.

Significantly enough, the man of sin - Gog - tighéh beast phase, is
also referred to as a “little horn” in Dan. 7 arking of the north” in Dan.
11:40-. In fact, what is said about the end tintéelihorn and king of the
north is so similar to what is said about thedittiorn in Dan. 8, some
have concluded that they refer to one and the smwer. This would not

He will, as did Antiags, take away the daily
sacrifice, set up an abomination, desecrate thpleeand tread Jerusalem
underfoot for 3% years.

In every respect the end time king of the north be a revival and
repetition of Antiochus Epiphanes.

A COMPOSITE BEAST

he beast in Revelation is a composite beast, contai

characteristics of the beasts in Dan. 7. It looks & leopard with
feet like a bear and a mouth like a lion (Rev. 132 Dan. 7 the leopard
represented Greece, including the Selucidae kingtlmerlion represented
Babylon (Iraqg), and the bear represented Persaa)iThis confirms that
the territory over which the beast will have jurctobn will be at least the
area ruled by Antiochus Epiphanes. The end timetbe&dl incorporate
both European and Middle eastern nations. He wilately have power
over all nations kindreds and tongues (Rev. 13;7a8) control the
monetary system of the world (Rev. 13:17).

Rolling and incorporating the different beast®iohe reminds us of
the metals in the metallic image in Dan. 2 whidthaugh different, and
representative of beast phases i.e. successiveesnpill nevertheless all
be destroyed “together” at Armageddon (Dan. 2:38)s also indicates,
as in the case of the different beasts which anadd together into one
beast in Rev. 13, that the territories represebtethe metals will all be
confederated under one head in the latter daysihgrthe most powerful
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empire in world history.
AT REST WITHOUT WALLS

Coming back to Ezk. 38, it is interesting to notatthill says: “Israel
will be at rest dwelling safely and securely withovalls, bars and
gates.” This is speaking about no defence systdsrael and no threat of
attack or war prior to the beast invading. This ldoonly make sense if
the threat of war with the surrounding Moslem coest had been
removed. Such will be the case if the dragon in.R@vwho is defeated
and cast out by Michael represents those Moslemtdes. Such a time
of rest and peace would be a good time to rebbidJewish temple and
reinstate the daily sacrifice, both of which haweekist when the beast
invades the land.

Sincaelsr
became a nation in 1948, Syria has been ottesof
main opponents and antagonists of Israel.
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So there you have it, the 10 allies of the bedsi will link up with
him, hoping that with his support they will achiewdat they failed to
achieve by themselves as a result of Michael iet@ng.
